The Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord.   

The Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord comes to us 

from the East, as its Greek name indicates.  The word 

means ―manifestation,‖ ―showing forth,‖ or ―advent.‖  In 

the Eastern Church, this day marked three great moments 

in the life of Christ:  his manifestation to the Gentiles (the 

wise men of Matthew 2), his baptism in the Jordan 

(Matthew 3, Mark 1, Luke 3, John 1), and his first miracle 

at Cana (John 2).  Unlike Christmas, which focuses on the 

hidden life of Jesus, on Epiphany, the news gets out.  To-

day, the Church in the East and in the West celebrate both 

Christmas and Epiphany.  In the East, Epiphany now fo-

cuses on the Baptism of the Lord and includes the solemn 

blessing of water.  In the West, however, this solemnity 

focuses on the visit of the Magi to the infant Christ, with 

the Baptism of the Lord commemorated on its own nearby 

feast.  The texts for today‘s solemnity emphasize the Magi, 

but a hint of the ancient origins of Epiphany survives in the 

antiphons at the Liturgy of the Hours for today:  Three 

mysteries mark this holy day: today the star leads the Magi 

to the infant Christ; today water is changed into wine for 

the wedding feast; today Christ wills to be baptized by 

John in the river Jordan to bring us salvation‖ (antiphon 

for the Canticle of Mary, Evening Prayer).

Anthoni, and myself, know of our love of you, our love of 

Christ, and our gratitude to have the opportunity to minister 

as holy priests.  Christmas Blessings, Fr. John 

 

I wish to take this time to recognize and thank 

my associate pastors, Fr. Carmelo and Fr. An-

thoni. As you know, neither of them are priests 

for the Diocese of Owensboro, but have been 

chosen to serve the people of Western Kentucky 

and have responded with a resounding YES. Both have left 

their native land, their family, customs and familiar foods.  

And both have given themselves to us completely. 

Fr. Carmelo worries me sometimes.  Most days he is 

out late and up early. I have witnessed his selfless acts on 

so many occasions. The Hispanic community all know that 

when they are in need – they call Fr. Carmelo. He ministers 

faithfully in Guthrie, Elkton, Clarksville, Springfield, and 

Hopkinsville. As if that isn‘t enough for one person, he 

regularly can be heard on his phone speaking to someone in 

Mexico – offering counsel, offering prayer. 

He is a happy man. Fr. Carmelo is rarely seen without 

a smile or a positive word. He is a simple man. He is a 

humble man. I have often had the thought that Fr. Carmelo 

is a ‗priest‘s priest‘. 

Fr. Anthoni has blessed our community as well.  He 

comes to us as an ‗order priest‘. He is a priest of the Her-

alds of Good News.  His community is large and they have 

missionary priests serving in many parts of the world. He, 

too, is selfless. Fr. Anthoni comes to us with a heart that is 

soft. He is gentle and always ready to respond in whatever 

way is necessary to see that a task is completed or situation 

resolved. He is a smart man – but more than that, he is a 

wise man. I appreciate his willingness to question when he 

doesn‘t understand a decision and to readily accept the ex-

planation (whether he agrees or not). 

        Both Fr. Carmelo and Fr. Anthoni are a joy to live 

with. It is sad to say, but it is true, sometimes it is difficult 

to live with this or that priest, this or that pastor. These men 

are truly a joy to share a home with. I am humbled to cook, 

eat, laugh, minister, discuss, and pray with these men. And 

my priesthood continues to be strengthened by their pres-

ence. 

       Both of these men serve as an example to me and to 

you. We have been blessed by their presence and their 

priestly ministry. Our international priests are a blessing to 

our diocese. Here at SS Peter and Paul we have been 

blessed over and over. Fr. Chrispin - -Fr. Maxwell - -Fr. 

Carmelo - -Fr. Boniface - -Fr. Shijo - -Fr. Anthoni. 

       I know that you keep all of us in prayer (and we could-

n‘t live as we do without your prayer). I simply ask that 

during this Year For Priests you remember in a special way 

the international priests that have come to serve us.
