Eucharistic Miracle of the Week: On Holy Thurs-
day, March 25, 1255 in Regensburg, Germany, a
priest was assailed by doubts concerning the Real
Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist during Mass. At the
moment of the elevation of the chalice, he hesitated,
and suddenly heard a slight noise coming from theg al-
tar. From the wooden crucifix above the altar, the
Lord slowly extended His arms to the priest, took the
chalice from his hands and held it up for the adoration
of the faithful. The priest, repentant, fell to his kneps
and begged forgiveness for having doubted. The Lord
returned the chalice to him as a sign of pardon. The
miraculous crucifix is still preserved to this day in the
nearby town of Regensburg, and many of the faithful
go there every year on pilgrimage. Let us never gfow
complacent or doubt the Real Presence of Jesus 3
each Mass.
