Fourteenth Sunday In Ordinary Time  

Parents are responsible for seeing to the modesty of 

their children and teens. Please do not surrender this 

God-given role. Set the example and work with your 

children. Clothing considered modest for church em-

ploys the principles I stated above. For practical appli-

cation, I recommend the following [and require it 

when one has a liturgical ministry or represents the 

parish]. When shorts or skirts are worn, hem lines 

should just about reach the knees when standing. 

"Short shorts" beyond infancy are not appropriate for 

church for any children, teens, or adults. Abdomens, 

chests, busts, and backs, likewise, should always be 

covered. Shoulders should be covered and certainly 

with more than straps or strings. Bare arms appear to 

present no problem for most Christians today, if the 

rest is covered. This excludes a great deal of casual, 

sports, and "evening wear" in church. Clothing should 

be more loose fitting than tight, thus covering rather 

than over-accentuating the bodyôs contours. In other 

words, outer clothing should not be a pseudo skin. The 

bare or baring midriff is completely unacceptable for 

church. Nor should parents put their little children in 

clothes of a style that would be immodest on a teen or 

an adult. It teaches bad habits. In any circumstance, it 

is each personôs responsibility to keep a modest, 

chaste, and charitable mind. Parents, help your chil-

dren. Adults, discretely help each other. The goal is 

always and primarily charity. Certainly the adults and 

teens who minister at church should give an eye to 

their modest attire before leaving home. It is Christian 

kindness to have this modest regard for one another. 

May the grace of the Holy Spirit guide all faithful 

Christians here to witness bodily to the virtue of mod-

esty with a good natured interior modesty as well.

Every year as warm weather arrives I offer 

you thoughts and teaching on the subject of 

modesty. The Churchôs teaching doesnôt 

change on the topic, as you very well know. 

The context in which we live, however, is very fluid, 

with styles of clothing and social situations varying 

widely. Since last year there have been changes in 

clothing styles, many of which merely seek to set the 

wearer apart according to the current social and sub-

group fads: colors, brands, cut of cloth, designer rips, 

method of wearing, accessories, appliances, etc. Menôs 

and boysô apparel seems to be as baggy and droopy as 

ever. There are subclasses and variations, of course. 

Male style allows that clothing be ripped after pur-

chase for the purpose of displaying (tastefully of 

course) musculature, body piercings, and tattoos. The 

display of boxers needs only the loosening of a belt. 

Womenôs and girlsô apparel seems to be even skimp-

ier, tighter, and more revealing than heretofore. Their 

2010 versions appear to require a greater accentuation 

of bust and cleavage. Of course this may help with the 

sale of sun screen lotions. 

            It is more and more clear to me that Catholic 

teaching on modesty has to do with honoring the dig-

nity of the embodied persons that we are. While cloth-

ing may be in itself a form of display or mere environ-

mental protection, it mostly serves as a form of honor. 

Clothing and apparel when modest proclaim "I am a 

person to be respected and valued. I am not to be used 

or treated as a thing." Clothing helps us look at and see 

a person, a fellow human being, rather than view a hu-

man body as an object for our use.  Problems with 

modesty stem, it appears to me, from a personôs lack 

of a sense of inherent personal goodness and value. To 

use our own selves, our own bodies as objects to incite 

lust displays a sad hunger for and misunderstanding of 

love. The human being, body and soul, is made beauti-

ful by God. It is a beauty to be honored and loved. It is 

not to be consumed as some replaceable junk food for 

lust. That being said, I repeat what I have said before: 

The Church's universal moral norm is "always be 

modest." The human being is sacred and beautiful be-

fore God. This is especially revealed in the Incarnation 

of the Word.  Christian values flow out of reverence 

for God and reverence for the human being as dear to 

God in Jesus Christ. Always dress and behave mod-

estly, thus in a chaste fashion, for church, school, 

work, play, etc. In these differing situations the re-

quirements of modesty do vary but modesty always 

applies. 
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Year of the Priest:  During the year of the Priest, we 

would like to encourage our parishioners to remem-

ber those priests who have served us here at Saints 

Peter and Paul.  We ask you to please keep in your 

prayers the ñRepose of the Soulò of the following 

priest.  

 

Fr. Thomas J. Hayes 

Served as Pastor of Saints Peter and Paul from 1881 

to 1883.    
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     What does it mean to have a Mass "offered" for 

someone?  

An individual may ask a priest to offer a Mass 

for several reasons: for example, in thanksgiving, for the 

intentions of another person (such as on a birthday), or, 

as is most common, for the repose of the soul of some-

one who has died. One must never forget the infinite 

graces that flow from the Sacrifice of the Mass which 

benefit oneôs soul.  Pope Leo XIII in his encyclical 

"Mirae caritatis" (1902) beautifully elaborated this point 

and emphasized the connection between the communion 

of saints with the Mass: "The grace of mutual love 

among the living, strengthened and increased by the sac-

rament of the Eucharist, flows, especially by virtue of the 

Sacrifice [of the Mass], to all who belong to the com-

munion of saints. For the communion of saints is sim-

ply ... the mutual sharing of help, atonement, prayers and 

benefits among the faithful, those already in the heavenly 

fatherland, those consigned to the purifying fire, and 

those still making their pilgrim way here on earth. These 

all form one city, whose head is Christ, and whose vital 

principle is love. Faith teaches that although the august 

Sacrifice can be offered to God alone, it can nevertheless 

be celebrated in honor of the saints now reigning in 

Heaven with God, who has crowned them, to obtain their 

intercession for us, and also, according to apostolic tradi-

tion, to wash away the stains of those brethren who died 

in the Lord but without yet being wholly purified."  

                In his encyclical "Ecclesia de Eucharistia," our 

beloved late Holy Father, Pope John Paul II, taught, "In 

the celebration of the Eucharistic Sacrifice, the Church 

prays that God, the Father of mercies, will grant His chil-

dren the fullness of the Holy Spirit so that they may be-

come one body and one spirit in Christ. In raising this 

prayer to the Father of lights, from whom comes every 

good endowment and every perfect gift, the Church be-

lieves that she will be heard, for she prays in union with 

Christ her Head and Spouse, who takes up this plea of 

His Bride and joins it to His own redemptive sacri-

fice" (No. 43).  
Please keep in mind that the tradition of offering 

Masses for others, particularly the dead, originates in the 

very early Church.  Inscriptions discovered on tombs in 

Roman catacombs of the second century evidence this 

practice: for example, the epitaph on the tomb of Aber-

cius (d. 180), Bishop of Hieropolis in Phrygia, begs for 

prayers for the repose of his soul.  Tertullian (c. 200) at-

tested to observing the anniversary of a spouse with 

prayers and sacrifices, i.e. the Mass: "Indeed she prays 

for his soul, and requests refreshment for him mean-

while, and fellowship with him in the first resurrection; 

and she offers her sacrifice on the anniversaries of his 

falling asleep" (On Monogamy, X).  

Given this understanding, we can add some spe-

cifics.  When a priest offers Holy Mass, he has three in-

tentions: First, to offer the Mass reverently and validly in 

accord with the norms of the Church. Second, to offer 

the Mass in union with the whole Church and for the 

good of the whole Church. Third, to offer the Mass for a 

particular intention, such as the repose of the soul of 

someone who has died or for someone who is in need.  

Therefore, the effects of the Mass bring certain 

benefits or fruits.  The general fruits of the Mass are the 

effects upon the whole Church ð to the living faithful as 

well as the poor souls in purgatory.  For this reason, in 

the Canon of the Mass (the Eucharistic Prayer), a special 

mention is made for both the living and the dead.  The 

special ministerial fruits of the Mass are applied to the 

particular intention of the Mass, i.e. "for whom the Mass 

is offered."  

The special personal fruits of the Mass benefit 

the celebrating priest who acts in the person of Christ in 

offering the Mass and to the people who are in atten-

dance and participate in the offering of the Mass.  

The intention of the Mass is also determined by 

various factors: The Church may stipulate the particular 

intention; for example, all pastors are required to offer 

one Mass on Sunday for the intentions of the living and 

deceased parishioners of a parish. A priest may also have 

his own particular intention in offering a Mass, such as 

the repose of the soul of his parents.  Finally, a person 

may ask a priest to offer a Mass for a particular intention. 

                We find not only the origins of this practice 

dating to the early Church but we also clearly recognize 

its importance. When we face the death of someone, 

even a person who is not Catholic, to have a Mass of-

fered for the repose of his soul and to offer our prayers 

are more beneficial and comforting than any other sym-

pathy card or bouquet of flowers.  To have a Mass of-

fered on the occasion of a birthday, anniversary or spe-

cial need is appropriate, beneficial and appreciated.  

                I simply offer this short historical explanation 

of the Mass Intention to make you aware of its impor-

tance for all of us.  Please remember to have a Mass of-

fered for your loved ones and for their needs.  We now 

have three priests who most every day will have the need 

of a Mass Intention here at SS Peter and Paul.   To have 

three priests here at SS Peter and Paul is a tremendous 

blessing.  Let us remember to keep one another in prayer, 

especially in the celebration of the Eucharist.  Blessings, 

Fr.
