Immigration: 

What does the Church teach? 

Why We Defend Migrants 

 
Our world today is increasingly globalized. It is a 

world where goods and merchandise made in one conti-

nent are bought and sold in another, half a world away; 

where information and money can cross borders in an in-

stant; and where people also increasingly move across bor-

ders. 

The Church teaches us not to fear the migrant and 

the Church warns us not to mistreat the migrant. In a way, 

just as we call Jesus the King of kings, we can refer to Him 

as the Migrant of migrants. In becoming a man like us, He 

―migrated‖ from heaven. He became a citizen of our world 

so that we, in turn, might become citizens of the world to 

come. And those who will enter into His heavenly home-

land will do so because, as He himself will tell us: ―I was a 

stranger, and you welcomed me.‖ 

 Like the immigrants who arrive in our land, the 

eternal Son of God, through His Incarnation, pitched His 

tent in our midst. Like Jesus who was born in a stable be-

cause there was no room for Him in the inn, today immi-

grants hear again, there is no room in the inn for you. 

 This is why the Church will continue to speak out 

on behalf of migrants everywhere. We speak out in de-

fense of those, especially the young, who are trafficked 

across borders to be exploited in the sex trade. We will 

continue to advocate for a just and equitable reform of a 

broken immigration system that continues to separate fam-

ily for unacceptable periods of time and that provides no 

path to citizenship for millions who work in jobs that oth-

erwise would have gone unfilled. 

 We will defend the rights of refugees and asylum 

seekers for a safe haven from persecution and violence. 

And, because every child of God should feel at home in his 

Father’s house, as a Catholic community, we will continue 

to assure that in our pastoral care and outreach to the new-

comers among us, we will speak their Mother’s tongue. 

   If Catholics are to be a light to the nations, we 

must model what a reconciled world looks like to us. We 

have to show that diversity enriches the Church and does 

not divide her, for our communion in Christ is greater than 

anything that could ever divide us. By modeling what a 

reconciling world could look like, we can, with the help of 

God’s grace, show those whom globalization has made 

neighbors how to live as brothers and sisters.

Fifteenth Sunday In Ordinary Time  

 A new longing is opening, not sharp or in any way intense, 

but still tangibly felt, of a new place of belonging, a new 

gathering of family and of the oddly familiar of which I am 

a part and have a place. It makes more sense to me now 

why the Church calls this life a pilgrimage, a journey not of 

a tourist but of a family member making a long and diffi-

cult trek not to just any place but to one’s own true place. I 

find these roads also in my heart. They orient me, give me 

my bearings, give me purpose and meaning to my journey. 

That others have these same roads in them and that my 

roads and theirs converge at the same destination make not 

only for traveling companions but for family. The conver-

gence has the feel of a family reunion, of a homecoming, an 

arriving at a place where there is at last, welcome and the 

ease of familiar surroundings, where no explanation is 

needed, only interest shared in the adventures had along the 

way. 

Today when I journey to Uniontown, to home, par-

ents have aged, siblings have moved, small trees are now 

large, however, to walk through those doors are security, 

peace and identity.   One’s own bed and board, shared sto-

ries and laughter, familiar faces and affection, a place for 

oneself with all others in place too, a home in the heart of 

God: the roads which lead there are opening their way be-

fore me. I have learned and am learning to read the road 

signs.  I have no regard for speed or distance. I do expect, 

however, to recognize the thrill of crossing the final border 

on the last leg of the journey and know I’m home, even if 

the house is not yet in view. 

This is an invitation for all of us, and it can be real-

ized every time we come to Mass.  I have said many times 

in my homilies that the ―Communion Procession‖ is a jour-

ney.  We are not stationary, we are not permanent, but we 

move toward God.  As we process up the center aisle, our 

minds, our eyes and our hearts are fixed on one thing, the 

goal which is Christ. That is the completion of our jour-

ney.  The altar calls us home.  Blessings, Fr. John 

 

They are happy whose strength is in you, Lord of 

Hosts, in whose hearts are the roads to Zion 

(Psalm 84:5)." This psalm praises God and the 

Divine dwelling place as our home, the place we 

long to be.  It is full of the longing similarly expressed in 

John Denver’s song, "Country Roads." When one is great 

distances away from home, especially for an extended peri-

od, and prepares to make the journey back, the path of that 

return, as it plays upon the mind and heart, has something 

of an ache to it. The more often it is traveled, the more fa-

miliar the landmarks, the more it can be said, "they are hap-

py who have the roads home in their hearts." There is often 

a personal geography, a homing orientation, that helps to 

fix one’s place in the world.  It points like a compass to the 

place where you belong.  To be "homeless" applies not only 

to being without shelter. That is certainly bad enough. The 

more dismal homelessness is having no place to belong, no 

place of certain welcome, no place of resting in the compa-

ny of family or friends, no place to look forward to, no 

place to look to retrospectively with longing. The path to-

ward home marks a journey of the heart. 

            My first real journey from home took me to college 

seminary on August 17, 1984. My parents drove me to St. 

Pius X Seminary in Erlanger, Kentucky.  I was seventeen 

years old, entering an alien, though Catholic environment, 

away from parents and siblings for the first time but for the 

rest of my life.  I went to a place I had never seen and 

where I knew no one.  The roads home were I-71, I-64, and 

Highway 60.  Four years later in 1988,  I moved to graduate 

theological studies at St. Meinrad Seminary in southern 

Indiana. I-64 and Highway 60 continued to be my path 

home.   After 4 years of priestly service, St. Meinrad asked 

that I return as an administrator.  So for the next 6 years 

again I was in a foreign place, with I -64 and Highway 60 

being my path home. 

  Throughout those years even till today, when journeying 

to or from my family’s house in Uniontown, Kentucky, the 

Union County boundary line strikes me with a definite 

longing either of arrival or of future return. I have my 

whole life known a personal geographic center. Although I 

own no real estate in Union County, that land is home to 

me. The roads that lead there to or fro orient me in personal 

space and relationships. Never, in all my years of seminary 

or ministry have I ever sensed a call from God to serve any-

where else. Trying to discern God’s will and place myself 

at the Lord’s disposal, I told the Lord that I was willing to 

go where he would have me go. This made parting and dis-

tance through the years bearable for me. I freely admit that 

the territory assigned to my service is very pleasing to me. 

The emotional boundary of my "home" is also that of the 

Diocese of Owensboro. 

            As I am with actuarial certainty being at the mid-

point of my time on earth, the roads mentioned in Psalm 84 

are becoming for me the roads to the heavenly Zion. Al-

most as if they are emerging from an internal chrysalis, 

paths are opening before me with a new felt sense of home.

QUESTIONS ON THE ROMAN MISSAL, THIRD EDITION   
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  Why is there a need for a new translation? 

Pope John Paul II issued the third edition of the Missale 

Romanum (the Latin text of the Roman Missal) during the Jubilee 

Year in 2000.  This new edition included many new texts requir-

ing translation.  In addition, the experience of the years since the 

Second Vatican Council gave rise to a desire for more formal and 

literal translations of the original Latin texts.  This new translation 

will employ the best of what we have learned about translation 

and liturgical language in two generations of celebrating the Litur-

gy in the vernacular.  It will provide an opportunity to reflect ever 

more deeply on the Eucharistic celebration that lies at the heart of 

the Church’s life. 
 

Who is doing the work of translation? 

The process of translating liturgical texts from the original Latin is 

a highly consultative work done by several groups.  The Interna-

tional Commission on English in the Liturgy (ICEL) prepares 

English translations of liturgical texts on behalf of the Confer-

ences of bishops of English-speaking countries.  The USCCB and 

the other member Conferences receive draft translations of each 

text and have the opportunity to offer comments and suggestions 

to ICEL.  Then ICEL proposes a second draft, which each Confer-

ence approves and submits to the Vatican for final approval.  Each 

Conference reserves the right to amend or modify a particular text.  

At the Vatican, the Congregation for Divine Worship and the Dis-

ciple of the Sacraments examines the translated texts, offers au-

thoritative approval (recognition) of the texts, and grants permis-

sion for their use.  The translation and review process is guided by 

the guidelines in Liturgian Authenticam, issued in 2001, an in-

struction from the Congregation that outlines the principles and 

rules for liturgical translation.  In 2007, the Congregation also 

issued a ratio outlining the specific rules for translation in English.  
 

What’s new or different about the revised translation? 

The style of the translation of the Third Edition is different.  In 

accord with the rules for translation established by the Holy See, 

the revised translation follows the style of the original Latin texts 

more closely, including concrete images, repetition, parallelisms, 

and rhythm.  The English used in the Mass texts is more formal 

and dignified in style.  Where possible, the texts follow the lan-

guage of Scripture and include many poetic images.  

In addition, the Third Edition contains prayers for the celebration 

of recently canonized saints, additional prefaces for the Eucharis-

tic Prayers, additional Masses and prayers for various needs and 

intentions, and some updated and revised rubrics (or instructions) 

for the celebration of the Mass. 
 

Can we start using the texts approved by the bishops immedi-

ately? 

The translation of the Missale Romamum cannot be used in the 

celebration of the Mass until the complete text is confirmed by the 

Holy See.  Once the translation receives the recognition, the 

USCCB will establish the first day on which the new translation 

may be used.  Use of the revised text requires preparation and 

catechesis for both priests and the faithful.  When the time    

 

comes to use the texts in the celebration of the Mass, priests will 

be properly trained, the faithful will have an understanding and 

appreciation of what is being prayed, and music settings of the 

liturgical texts will be readily available.  

 

 What will the process of implementation look like? 

Once the recognition is granted, final preparation and publication 

of the Missal will commence.  At that time, catechesis on the new 

translation and on the Liturgy itself will become even more im-

portant.  Training for priests, music ministers, and other liturgical 

leaders (liturgy committees and liturgical commissions), as well as 

formation for all Catholics will help to ensure the successful im-

plementation of the new text. 
 

What will the new Missal mean in my parish? 

In the months before the revised translation is implemented, par-

ishes will have to do many things.  The parish will have to replace 

liturgical books and participation aids.  Priests will practice pro-

claiming the new texts and will prepare homilies helping the faith-

ful to understand the new translation and to deepen their apprecia-

tion for the Liturgy.  The music ministers and the people will learn 

new musical settings of the parts of Mass (such as the Gloria and 

the Sanctus).  Catechists and teachers will help parishioners learn 

the new prayers.  Parishes may also use this opportunity to under-

take a thorough re-examination of their liturgical practices.  
 

If my parish likes the old translation better, can we continue 

using that one?   

After the Holy See grants the recognition to the revised transla-

tion, the USCCB will establish a date for first use and a date for 

mandatory use.  No parish may continue to use the current transla-

tion after the mandatory use date.  Parishes will need to use the 

period before the mandatory use date to help parishioners renew 

their love for the Sacred Liturgy, to understand the changes, and to 

develop an appreciation for the revised translation.  
 

Do these changes mean that the old translation was not valid 

and orthodox? 

The current translation was approved the Conferences of  bishops 

and confirmed by the Holy See.  Until the new text becomes effec-

tive, it remains the valid ordinary form of the Liturgy in the Ro-

man Rite.  The revised translation attempts to address some inade-

quacies in the present translation by introducing a more elevated 

style of language and by retaining many poetic texts and scriptural 

allusions.  The current translation fostered the faith of two genera-

tions of Catholics and retains a valid place in church history.  
 

What opportunities does the new Missal offer the Church? 

Implementing the new Missal will give the Church an opportunity 

to take a fresh look at its liturgical practice and to renew its cele-

bration of the Sacred Liturgy, which is the ―source and summit‖ of 

Christian life (Second Vatican Council, Dogmatic Constitution on 

the Church [Lumen Gentinum], no. 11).  The faithful, encounter-

ing the Liturgy anew in the new text, can deepen their sharing in 

Christ’s sacrifice, offering their lives to the Father as they worship 

―in Spirit and in Truth‖ (Jn 4:23).
