decorative purposes. All of these self-decorating or group/
self-identifying practices are commonly popular in the US
at present. They are found now, throughout history, and in
highly variable ways around the world in many different
cultures and subcultures. Some of these issues were of con-
cern and were matters of prohibition in the Old Testament.
Christianity in general does have concern for moral issues
having to do with physical (bodily) and personal integrity,
but otherwise considers the Old Testament holiness norms
in this area to have been fulfilled in Christ and our justifica-
tion in him by faith. Even the primary body modification of
the male by circumcision, prescribed by and central to To-
rah righteousness, is not obligatory in the New Cove-
nant. For the Torah, while nose and ear piercing for jew-

hand of God; the cultural and sub-cultural meaning of tat-
tooing, piercing, scarring, and decorative mutilation relative
to the values and views of Christian faith; discernment of
any dangers to physical and psychological health; whether
these are actions on the self by free, adult persons or are
being done by minors or to others against their will; or
whether the effect signifies an immoral or evil association.
