respect the elderly; to be civil in debates; to speak the 

truth with love; to uphold Godôs honor with peace; to 

acknowledge others gratefully; etc. How would you 

extend this list? 

 The constructive and creative work of conversion 

also includes the vast area of extending yourself by the 

use of your God given talents on behalf of your own 

and othersô good. This category is radically tailored to 

the individual. A community of such people dedicated 

to conversion is a powerhouse of potential. And the 

church is to be such a community of people. That be-

ing said, there is still the ultimate movement of con-

version, that of returning the embrace of God in divine 

friendship, that aspect of our conversion which lasts 

through eternity. Fr. John 

 

Honest conversion from bad habits, character 

flaws, and our various sins is offered us by 

Godôs grace in Jesus. The need and challenge 

of this is life long. My adaptation of insights 

in AAôs  twelve steps for use with the Sacrament of 

Reconciliation recognizes this. It looks like and is hard 

work to turn away from ingrained evil. That being so, 

conversion "away from evil" is only one third of the 

meaning of conversion in Catholic theology. New Tes-

tament metanoia (conversion) may begin with "turning 

away from evil" but it proceeds to include "turning 

toward the goodness of God" by engaging the good of 

neighbor, self, and Godôs creation. And this is com-

pleted in heaven by the final embrace of divine friend-

ship in eternal union. During this life, our conversion 

would seem to be a mix in varying degrees of all three. 

The danger is we can reverse course into the opposite 

of conversion. A "conversion" toward evil is an aver-

sion from God, creation, neighbor and self. This ef-

fects a perversion or distortion of Godôs good crea-

tures and dishonors the Creator. 

 Conversion involves attitudes, assuredly, but lacks 

substance without specific actions. In turning away 

from evil the action involves breaking free from the 

occasions of sin, clearing out the debris of evilôs ef-

fects, preparing a new building site for life.  Hard 

work made possible by grace. The building of new life 

by turning toward the goodness of God is even more 

painstakingly laborious and significant of even greater 

grace. Traditionally, these efforts are described by the 

practice of virtue (particularly the cardinal virtues of 

prudence, justice, fortitude, and temperance) and that 

of the "corporal and spiritual works of mercy." Neither 

of these sets of right acting exhaust the potential of 

creative conversion.  The corporal works of mercy are: 

to feed the hungry; to give drink to the thirsty; to 

clothe the naked; to visit and ransom the captive; to 

give shelter to the homeless; to visit the sick; and, to 

bury the dead. As the name indicates these supply the 

physical needs of our fellow human beings. To that list 

one might well addðhiring the unemployed; being 

courteous in traffic; stewarding oneôs personal prop-

erty for God; caring for the earth and its creatures; re-

specting human life; fulfilling oneôs duties as a citizen; 

etc. How would you extend the corporal works of 

mercy? 

 The spiritual works of mercy are: to admonish sin-

ners; to instruct the ignorant; to counsel the doubtful; 

to comfort the sorrowful; to bear wrongs patiently; to 

forgive all injuries; to pray for the living and the dead. 

One might well add to theseð to reconcile enemies; to 

defend the innocent; to be patient with children; to

Eucharistic Miracle of the Week:  In August 1383, 

the village of  Wilsnack, Germany, was sacked, 

robbed, and set afire by a knight named Heinrich von 

Bulow.  Among the ruins of the parish church were 

found three perfectly intact Hosts from which Blood 

flowed.  After the bleeding Hosts were found, numer-

ous miracles began to take place.  For example, the 

knight Dietrich von Wenckstern, who doubted the 

bleeding of the Hosts, lost his vision, which was re-

stored only when he repented of having doubted the 

authenticity of the miracle.  The monstrance contain-

ing the Host was destroyed in a fire in 1522.  How-

ever, numerous written testimonials regarding the 

miracle survived, along with the works of art depicting 

it.  Let the love of Jesus well up in your heart and may 

you grow in your love of the Eucharist.  Come, let us 

adore Him.  Do you have an hour you would like to 

pray before the Blessed Sacrament?
