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Catholic Doctrine on the Role of the Blessed Virgin Mary,
Assumed into Heaven

Every year when RCIA begins, one of the two pri-
mary issues of those seeking information concerning the
Catholic Church has to do with the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion and Mary, the Mother of God. Both are stumbling
blocks to many for the simple reason that incorrectly, people
understand Mary’s role and the priest’s role in the Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation as a ‘go-between’. Or even as a
‘barrier’ or guardian of God’s grace. | have heard it said a
thousand times, “| can go directly to Jesus himself, | don’t
need a priest or Mary to do it for me.” | simply offer the
following teachings of the Church on Mary and ask that we
all understand more clearly her role and example for us all.

59. ..The immaculate Virgin, preserved free from every
stain of original sin, when the course of her earthly life was
completed, was taken up body and soul to heavenly glory,
and exalted by the Lord as queen of all so that she might
be more fully conformed to her Son, the Lord of Lords (see
Rev. 19.16) and victor over sin and death.

60... According to the words of the apostle, our mediator is
unique: "There is one God, and there is one God and human
beings, the man Christ Jesus who gave himself as a ransom
for them all" (1 Timothy 2, 5-6). Now the maternal role of
Mary towards humanity in no way obscures or diminishes
this unique mediation of Christ; rather it shows forth its pow-
er. For every saving influence that the blessed Virgin has on
humanity arises not from any natural necessity but from
the divine good pleasure; it flows forth from the supera-
bundance of Christ’s merits, is founded on his mediation,
completely depends on this and from this draws all its pow-
er; it in no way hinders the direct union of believers with
Christ, rather it fosters this union.

62.... [The] motherhood of Mary in the economy of grace
goes on without interruption from the consent she faithfully
gave at the annunciation, which she upheld without wavering
at the foot of the cross, right on to the perpetual consumma-
tion of all the elect. For assumed into heaven she has not put
aside this saving role, rather she continues by her many
prayers of intercession to obtain for us gifts of eternal sal-
vation. In her motherly love she looks after the sisters and
brothers of her Son who are still on their pilgrimage and
placed amidst dangers and difficulties, until they are led to
their happy homeland. Therefore in the church the blessed
Virgin is invoked by the titles of advocate, benefactress,
helper and mediatrix. This, however, must be understood in
such a way that it takes away nothing from the dignity and
power of Christ the one mediator, and adds nothing on to
this. For no creature can ever be counted along with the in-
carnate Word and redeemer; but just as the priesthood of
Christ is shared in a variety of ways both by ministers
and by the faithful people, and just as the one goodness
of God is really poured out on creatures in diverse ways,
so also the one mediation of the redeemer does not rule
out, but rouses up among creatures, participated coopera-
tion from the one unique source. . . . This subordinate task
of Mary the church does not hesitate to profess. The church
experiences it continually and commends it to the heart of

the faithful, so that supported by this motherly protection
they may be more closely united to their mediator and
savior. [Taken from Lumen Gentium (The Dogmatic Consti-
tution on the Church, Vatican Il) ch. VIII]

| reflect here on the impact of this truth of faith for
Mary and for us. Mary of Nazareth, the Blessed Virgin, is
declared by the Church to be a pre-eminent figure in God’s
action to reconcile the world to himself through Jesus Christ.
Mary’s role is described in the Lumen Gentium (Vatican Il)
both in terms of her earthly life and in terms of her continu-
ing heavenly intercession. By the mystery of grace the role
of Mary in our salvation is rich in wonder and paradox—
among the redeemed herself, she participates in the re-
demption of all through Jesus Christ; daughter of Zion and
thus daughter of the Church, she is also mother of Jesus,
mother of Christ’s disciples, Mother of God, and Mother of
the Church; image and model of the Church in its eschato-
logical (final and heavenly) perfection, Mary is for all that
a member of the same Church, standing among the disciples.
Esteemed for her bearing and nursing God’s Son, she is
more highly honored in the New Testament for doing so
through her first hearing God’s word and then, in faith, act-
ing upon it— whereby she is disciple, even sister, to Christ.
For all her pre-eminence Mary is also exemplary. She is a
humble servant among God'’s servants, a member of re-
deemed humanity, having a part by the Grace of God in
the salvation wrought by Christ. And it is Jesus Christ alone
whom our faith declares to be the one, sole mediator be-
tween God and humanity. The essence of Mary’s role and
ours in this salvation accomplished by Christ alone may be
said to differ not in kind but in degree, even if vastly or
immeasurably so. The comparison holds most clearly be-
tween Mary and the Church itself, in that we individually
are so sinful and weak. Just as the Second Vatican Council
affirmed the Church to be "in Christ as a sacrament or in-
strumental sign of infimate union with God and of the unity
of all humanity (LG,§1)," so also in other but similar terms
did it describe the role of Mary and likewise the role of all
God’s priestly people. The whole Church, in all its members,
has an instrumental, sacramental, God-given, graced role of
participation in the work of Jesus Christ, who reconciles the
world to God. Mary and the whole Church have a partici-
pated instrumentality or ministry in God’s work of reconcil-
ing the world to himself through Jesus Christ.

Mary'’s titles of advocate, benefactress, helper, me-
diatrix, and all other titles of grace may also be said of the
Church and, with all needed particular adjustments, of the
Christian. This makes rather clear, viewing our own faults
and weaknesses, that these titles speak of grace-given min-
istries and instrumental services which participate in the
work of Jesus Christ.

Although among God’s humble servants in Christ,
Mary is pre-eminent, we share with her a participa-
tory, ministerial role in the work of Jesus Christ the sole me-
diator between God and humanity. Those who hear us
should be able to hear Jesus Christ in us. Those who are
touched by us, should be thereby touched by Christ in us.

Those who are reconciled by or to us, should experience
reconciliation to and by Christ in us. Those who are brought
to faith and the sacraments of faith are brought not to us
primarily but to Christ Jesus. And Jesus Christ hands all
things over to the Father.

Unlike in business, the military, or government with
their lines of command, go-betweens, contacts, and gate-
keepers, neither the Church, nor Mary, nor any Christian
limits, moderates, or controls access to God or to Jesus
Christ. Our participatory role of mediation serves direct
access to God through Christ himself acting in and through
us. This is the role of Christian sacraments to mediate the
immediacy of God’s saving presence through Jesus Christ in
the power of the Holy Spirit. Rather than impeding, the par-
ticipated, sacramental mediation of the Christian should en-
able or occasion one’s access to and union with God in the
Lord Jesus. As the Council said of the role of Mary, "it in no
way hinders the direct union of believers with Christ, ra-
ther it fosters this union." Through the mystery of the in-
carnate Word, the Church sacramentally offers by God’s
gracious gift in the power of the Spirit an intimate union
with God and a real hope of human unity. The sacramental
mediation of the Church and Mary’s role in mediation are
one role of ambassadorial ministry serving Christ’'s media-
tion, which reconciles the world with God. A good image of
our participated mediation is that of the disciple bringing
someone to Christ, or bringing Christ to another. Standing
aside but remaining in that communion which is friendship in
the Holy Spirit, we diminish as Christ increases for them. In
the one who makes all things new and by the powerful gift
of his Spirit, we mediate and mother an immediacy to
Christ, who intimately unites the world as daughters and
sons to the Father, who unites the world as sisters and broth-
ers to us. The Church, like Mary, is the humble servant of the
Lord, invited to participate in the redemption, assenting by
the grace of faith, praising and magnifying the Lord, who
has done these great things through its ministry in Christ.
